Classroom Rules:

1. Respect your peers, the teacher, and yourself.

2. Bring all materials to class. (Book, notebook, pencil, etc.)

3. Do not talk while the teacher is talking.

4. Raise your hand to ask or answer a question.

5. Be in your seat when the bell rings to start and end class.

Classroom Procedures:

· The average daily procedures will be a workshop model.  It will consist of bell-ringers at the beginning of the class followed by the check of the previous night’s homework.  Next, I will teach the new material and finally allow the students to work on the new assignment for the remainder of the class.  This procedure is likely to change if there is a quiz, test, or activity scheduled for a certain day.
· Late Work and Make-Up Work Policy:  All assignments are due on their due date to receive full credit.  If the assignment is late a deduction of one letter grade will be given for each day it’s late for up to three days.  If the assignment is more than 3 days late it will NOT be accepted.  If a student misses a day of class then they will have one week from when they return to complete their missing work or they will be given a grade of 0.
Grade Components:


The student’s grade for this class will be comprised of the following: 20% of the grade coming from the End of Course Algebra II State Assessment, and the remaining 80% from all other tasks.  The other tasks include: assignments, journal entries, homework, quiz, test, projects, etc.  Each task will be given a different amount of points depending on their difficulty and the amount of work.  The following are the components that will make up the student’s grades and their description:

· Homework will be checked at least 2 times a week.  The homework that is checked for a grade usually will be 10 to 20 points, depending on the amount of questions and difficulty of the assignment.  Sometimes the homework will be graded for correctness and other will be effort grades.  This is to help the students who are not great at taking test and not meant to be a punishment.
· Participation Assignments will be given randomly throughout the year.  Each assignment will also be given a different point value based on their difficulty level.  This category will include journal entries, activities, projects, board work, class discussion participation, exit slips, and any other assignments that arise.
· Notes and Bell-ringer grades will be taken often to ensure that students have the necessary tools in their composition books to be successful on other assignments.  This is also meant to help students who aren’t great test takers and not meant to be a punishment.
· Quizzes will be given in the middle of each chapter.  The quizzes will be short, but they will allow me to see how everyone is doing so far in the chapter, and which topics I need to address better.  Varying point values will be given to the quizzes based on their length and difficulty.  

· Test will be given at the end of each chapter.  The grade will be calculated based on the work done for each problem and NOT just for the answer.  Again, varying point values will be given to the tests based on their length and difficulty.    

Discipline:


The discipline for this classroom will follow that of the School Handbook.  There will also be a three-strike system in place in my room.  If a student is breaking a rule then first they will get a warning.  The second time they are caught misbehaving they will be moved and get a detention.  The third time they are caught breaking a rule their parent will be notified and a discipline referral will be filled out.  If they are continuing to misbehave after the three strikes then they will be sent to the principal’s office.
