1. Tropical depression- storm that forms when the wind begins to swirl up to 61 kilometers per hour over the ocean.

2. Tropical storm- storm with winds swirling more than 62 kilometers per hour over the ocean.
3. Tropical storms get their energy from warm ocean water. They need low pressure at the ocean surface. 
4. Hurricane- a dangerous storm that forms over water with wind speeds of at least 119 kilometers per hour. 

5. The oceans and the atmosphere work together to form hurricanes. 

6. Hurricanes can last for many days.
7. Many bands of storms wrap around a hurricane’s center.

8. Hurricanes are classified by the damage wind speed.

9. Hurricane models help predict the strength, direction, and speed of a hurricane.

14. Storm surge- the rise in sea level caused by storm winds.

15. Storm surges can increase flooding.
16. Tornadoes are Tornadoes last only a few minutes.
