Vocabulary Reproduction
1.  Asexual Reproduction –reproduction involving 1 parent cell dividing into 2 daughter cells that are  

identical.     
2.  budding—a type of asexual reproduction that has the parent creating a swollen extension that falls 

off as the offspring.

3.  fission—the splitting of 1 cell into 2 exact copies (bacteria do this)

4.  spores—a type of asexual reproduction that some plants and fungi have in which hundreds of cells 

are created that are exactly like the parent.

5.  Sexual Reproduction—reproduction in which 2 cells join to create an individual that is different from 

the parents.  
6. Gamete—a creation of meiosis it is ½ of the genetic code for an offspring 

7. Egg—a female gamete
8. Sperm—a male gamete
9. Zygote—the cell created when sperm and egg unite.  It will become a living creature.

10. Fertilize—when the sperm and egg unite.  This is a process.

11. Meiosis—a cell division that occurs in a reproductive cell to create a gamete.

12. Mitosis—a cell division that occurs in body cells to create a copy of an existing cell.

13.  cell wall—the outer covering of a plant and some bacterial cells that gives added stability and 
support.

14.  chloroplast—a green cell part that participates in photosynthesis.

15.  mitochondria—cell part that creates energy for all cell activities
16.  ER—a cell part that transports materials out/into the cell
17. Vacuoles—cell part that stores materials
18. Nucleus—a cell part that controls all other cell parts.  Mitosis and meiosis occur here.  DNA, genes, 

and chromosomes are inside it.

19. Cell membrane—the outer covering of ALL cells that control what enters and exits the cell.  It also 

protects.
