1. Cell-the basic unit of structure of all living things.

2. Cell membrane- the covering of an animal cell.

3. Chloroplast-the part of a plant cell that makes food for the plant.

4. Cell wall – provides support for the plant.

5. Nucleus- the control center of a cell (brain).

6. Cytoplasm- the jelly-like substance in a cell.

7. Although cells may look alike, they may have different jobs.

1. A group of organs work together to form organ systems.

2. Plant cells need chloroplasts to trap the Sun’s energy to make food for the plant.

3. The nucleus is the control center of the cell. (the brain)

4. The cell is the smallest unit of life of a living thing that can perform all life processes.

5. Cytoplasm is the gel-like part of the cell that contains the things the cell needs to carry out its life processes.

6. If an animal had chloroplasts, they would be green and be able to make their own food using sunlight.

7. A microscope is the best tool to study the details of cells.

8. Cells that are the same type make up tissue.

9. Plan cells have chloroplasts and a cell wall. Animal cells do not have these parts.

10. Plants and animals are both made up of cells.
