There were many jobs covered during this and the # volunteers were either from or worked in the county.  In coordination with the Kentucky Education Reform Act, fourteen career clusters were established to assist students in career preparation. It was the goal of the day to introduce students to careers in variety of fields.
To make sure that the students received all they could from the Career Day they were given the opportunity to sign up for two career clusters, in which 4-5 speakers of different occupations would speak.  Seniors were allowed to sign up first so that they would receive adequate information on the jobs they were interested in pursuing.  The fourteen career clusters included: Agriculture, Arts and humanities, Business and Marketing, Communications, Construction, Education, Health, Human Services, Manufacturing,  Public Service, and Transportation.  

Approximately # people from the community came to speak on their career fields. The career speakers were asked to bring index cards with information about their careers and themselves as introduction. They were aloud 15 to 20 minutes to cover the suggested content: following Job/Career Description, Training/Expectations/Education, Advantage/Disadvantages of Job/career, Any other information relevant to job/career preparation, and any visuals that they wished to bring. Speakers informed classes of no more than 35 students at a time.
