SAE Presentations
Section 1:  Hours/ Documentation (Worth 40 points)

The student must demonstrate evidence of record-keeping (daily journals) with their SAE program. These will be turned in on a monthly basis.  The following hours are needs for the SAE project:

40 pts --20 hours or above

30 pts -- 17-19 hours

20 pts -- 14-16 hours

(This will average around 1 hour and 15 min. each week)

10 pts -- 10-14 hours

0 pts – Less than 10 hours

Note that in order to receive full credit for 20 hours at least 12 hours must be agriculturally related!  Coop students must complete 180 hours.
Section 2:  Oral Presentation (Worth 30 Points)

The student must complete an effective oral presentation on their SAE project. The oral presentation will be graded in three parts:  Length (10 pts), Content (10 pts), and Clarity (10 pts)

Length :  10 pts.= 4 minutes , 8 pts.= 3-4 minutes, 6 pts.= 2-3 minutes, 4 pts.= 1-2, minutes 0 pts.=  Less than one minute
Content :  All presentations need to have an introduction, body, and conclusion. The introduction should state the presenter, type of SAE, goal of the SAE program, and the estimated percentage complete with the program. The body of the presentation should state who, what, when, where, and how of your SAE. The conclusion of the presentation should state what you have learned, how successful you were, what you could have done better, and how you will apply what you learned.
Clarity 

All presentations should be very clear and to the point. Everyone in the room should have an understanding of what the student does for their SAE program.

Section 3:  Visual Aids (Worth 25 points)
The students must use visual aids during their presentation. Visual aids will be graded on photographs (worth 15 points), creativity (worth 10 points), and neatness (worth 5 points).
Photographs:  Worth 15 points

15 points – 5+ pictures, 13 points – 4 pictures, 10 points – 3 pictures, 7 points – 2 pictures

 5 points – 1 picture
Creativity:  Worth 10 points

Students need to be creative in their delivery method. These are five approved methods for the presentation of an SAE project.  PowerPoint, Video/CD, Scrapbook, Poster Board

The more creative a student is in their delivery method, the higher they will score on this section of their SAE final.
Neatness: Worth 5 points
Your presentation should be very neat and well-organized. No sloppy work will be accepted!
