Course description: World Civilization is a course that focuses on significant events, movements, and patterns that have helped shaped the modern world. The core concepts and skills we will cover in this course are as follows:
History 

History is the interpretation of events, people, ideas, and their interaction over time. In order for students to understand the present and make plans for their future, they must understand the past.
Government and Civics
The study of government and civics allows students to understand the nature of government and the unique characteristics of governments around the world, including, their fundamental principals, structure, and the role their citizens play.
Culture and Society
Culture is the way of life shared by a group of people, including their ideas and traditions. Students will understand that culture influences viewpoints, social interactions, and social institutions.
Economics

In this course we will be studying economics from the view of production, distribution, and consumption of goods and services. Students will understand how their economic decisions affect them, others, and the world.

Geography

Geography is the study of people, places, and environments. Students will use their knowledge of geography help them better understand the world and their relationship to it.
Units of Study

1. Early Modern Times (1400-1700) 

[Topics include The Renaissance, Reformation, Empire Building, Age of Absolute Monarchs]
2. Enlightenment and Revolution (1700-1850)

[The Enlightenment, The American Revolution, The French Revolution, Napoleonic Age]

3. Industrialism and a New Global Age (1800-1914)

[Industrial Age, Nationalism Uniting Countries, Imperialism across the Globe]

4. World Wars and Revolutions (1910-1955)

[World I, Russian Revolution, Rise of Totalitarianism, World War II and its Aftermath]

5. The World Since 1945 (1945-Present)

[ The Cold War, Korean and Vietnam War, New Nations Emerge, Regional Conflicts, the World Today]
